BOARD POLICY

The following policy shall apply in written contracts of employment with the
Exeeutive DirecterChancellor or any State College President.

1.

Initial contracts for an Exeeutive DirectorChancellor or President shall
be for a period of two years. Salary increments shall be determined
annually. An incumbent may be dismissed during the contract period for
adequate cause.

Contracts may be renewed at the discretion of the Board of Trustees.
Such renewal shall be for a one-year period. Salary increments shall
continue to be determined annually. Written notice of non-renewal shall
be given by June 30 prior to the final contract year. No advance notice
shall be required in the event of dismissal for adequate cause.

During the final contract year, the Exeeutive—DirecterChancellor or
President may be reassigned administrative or other duties at one of the
State Colleges or in the System Office. An alternate arrangement may be
negotiated which is mutually agreeable to the person involved and the
Board_that may involve relinquishing the office prior to the lapse of one
year, with the Board purchasing the remainder of the contract, up to a
maximum of six months. This provision shall not apply where dismissal is
a result of malfeasance or gross neglect of duty.

4. _ Following the inipial two year appoiptment, Presidenﬁq shall
continue to serve in the Offlcg of PreS|deqt or in such other positions as
determined by the Chancellor in consultation with the Board.
